In order to unlock the power of the promises resident in the Covenants, we must be faithful to obey the Laws and Precepts tied to the blessings. HolySpiritWhispers provides the tools to tear down the strongholds of the unregenerate mind where stubbornness and rebellion lie hidden. These two strongholds take on many forms in an effort to block God’s promised blessings. The most common forms of these covenant blockers are resentment, anger, unforgiveness, jealously, greed, fear, denial, lust, self-righteousness and even doubt. In the following pages of Part One of this WorkBook, you will be instilled with the scriptural bases needed to defeat the enemy and receive the keys to unlocking the promises.

Every stumbling block we confront with a humble and contrite heart brings us closer to God.  Remember God always corrects those He loves. Revealing the secrets of the heart is meant to lead us to repentance so we can receive mercy and forgiveness for sins. It is God’s desires for us to conquer our sins and walk in victory by taking up our cross and walking as Jesus walked. Used as intended HolySpiritWhispers will help those seeking to renew the joy of their salvation through the use of some long neglected biblical principles that will unlock the Promises of the Old and New Covenant.

DOCTRINE
1 Timothy 4:16 “Take heed to yourself and to the doctrine. Continue in them, for by doing this you will save both yourself and those who hear you.” NKJV
A solid foundation of doctrine must be laid in order to receive the full benefit of a victorious Christian life. I urge you by the Holy Spirit, to go before the throne of Grace in prayer. Ask for wisdom to keep you in sound doctrine. Compare scripture to scripture within the full weight, balance and council of God’s Word. The Lord has never asked anyone to check their brain at the door, nor should any ministry.
If you find that some of what you have previously heard, or read, or learned, or even seen with your own eyes does not line up with the teachings of the bible, backed by scriptures taken in context—turn away from it!—It doesn’t matter the fame of the teacher, or how much you admire them, if they turn from sound doctrine based upon the teaching of Christ and creeds of the apostles, do not follow them, or accept their instruction. Just as “bad company corrupts good morals,” watered down, inaccurate, or heretical teachings rob a believer of the true power available to the body of Christ in the covenants.

1 Peter 1: 20 “But know this first of all, that no prophecy of scripture is a matter of one's own interpretation.” New Living Translation
Before the New Covenant was a written document, the Bereans prayerfully searched the scriptures of the Old Covenant to weigh the of truth Paul’s teachings. The HolySpiritWhispers programs instill the guarantees and requirements of the Old and New Covenants without bias. The scriptures themselves will always provide inspired truth. The scriptures arm believers with the knowledge that leads to wisdom. The HolySpiritWhispers programs increase faith and trust in God through His Word; not faith in faith, or faith in man. God’s word is eternal and bears witness to truth.
 Too many churches have eliminated the safeguards of codification in exchange for so called independence. The absence of systematic theology has not produced the freedom congregations have sought, but bondage through the rise of false doctrine, and the blind acceptance of the very heresies the apostles fought against in the first century. Without the safeguards of the apostle’s doctrine to protect the body of Christ, the repackaged lies and occult practices of the Gnostics, Polytheists, Arians, Nicolaitans, and the Neo-Pagan heresies worm their way into the church. These heresies are always delivered by one of the sons, or daughters of Balaam son of Beor dressed in sheep’s clothing. They have entered congregations by the front door to make merchandise of anyone foolish enough to accept the doctrines of demons hidden in their teachings. To share with them without rightly discerning the truth will not exonerate us from the judgment of God.

The term catholic means universal and defines the Christian Church through the declarations made in the Apostle’s Creed.

While liturgical service appeal to some, less formal gatherings that offer an emphasis on teaching appeal to others. Chapel services can provide a more contemplative form of worship. Younger worshippers may be drawn to churches that offer contemporary Christian praise and worship music in their services. Where we worship is a matter of conscious because “whatever is not of faith is sin.” Any church that upholds the inerrancy of scripture, the doctrine of the trinity, preaches salvation by grace through faith in the finished work of Jesus Christ on the cross, and baptize in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit should be respected by all. There are no perfect churches just as there are no perfect Christians. Thank God for the Christian denominations that have continued to uphold the teachings of the apostles, and fear to go beyond what is written. Yeshua is the spirit of prophecy. His word is everlasting truth. 
Bankers don’t study every counterfeit bill that comes into circulation in order to identify genuine legal tender. They study real money. Spiritual discernment has been usurped by masterful manipulators who weave their deceit by compartmentalizing powerful biblical concepts to win respect and trust from their hearers. Then they slant the bias and deviate to false doctrine. Eventually we know them by their fruit, because they can’t stop themselves from speaking blasphemes.
The true Christian Church is not a building, it’s made up of the ekklesia, (the called out ones) the mystical body of Christ. They exist in all denominations, counties and continents. These man and woman are committed to the creeds codifying the teachings of our Lord Jesus Christ and His apostles and over the millenniums have even died for them. They are grounded in the Word, faithful in prayer, seeking to walk in holiness out of reverence to God. HolySpiritWhispers is dedicated to such as these. The bible itself is free of man’s opinion, therefore HolySpiritWhispers offers Covenants, Laws and Precepts from God’s word— Scripture always interprets itself based upon the full council of God.

Now we have not received the spirit of the world, but the Spirit of God, so that we might understand the things God has so freely given us. These are the things we are talking about when we avoid the manner of speaking that human wisdom could dictate and instead use a manner of speaking taught by the Spirit, by which we explain things of the Spirit. Now the natural man does not receive the things of the Spirit of God—to him they are nonsense! Moreover He is unable to grasp them.” Complete Jewish Bible
UNLOCKING THE POWER
The revelation that unlocks the power and promise resident in the Covenants comes from direct and personal knowledge of its creator and guarantor. Yeshua Ha' Mashiach translated in our English bibles as Jesus the Messiah. He is the author and finisher of our faith. Yeshua is the scarlet thread revealed in prophecy. He alone represents the types and shadows hidden in Tanakh, (Old Covenant) within the Torah, (the five Books of Moses) the Neviim, (the Prophets) as well as K’tuvim, (the Psalms and Proverbs.) He alone provides salvation by grace through faith. The superiority of the B’rit Hadashah (New Covenant) written in the Blood of Yeshua does not negate the great and precious promises of the Old Covenant.  Let’s begin with the revelation found in the Good News reported by His Emissary Jochanan, (John). “In the beginning was the Word and the Word was with God and the Word was God,” but let’s move ahead for a moment to read Yeshua’s own words to prove He is God in the flesh.
John 6:46 “No one has seen the Father except the One who is from God, only He has seen the Father.” NLT
John 14:9 Jesus said to Him, “Have I been with you so long and yet you have not known Me, Philip? He who has seen me has seen the Father.” NKJV
If no man has seen the Father at any time, who did Adam and Eve see walking in the cool of evening in the Garden of Eden? Who did Abraham see? Who did the other patriarchs and prophets see? Here is the cornerstone to all truth and it is vital that you settle this in your mind once and for all:

John 1:1-5 “In the beginning was the Word and the Word was with God. He was in the beginning with God. All things came to be through Him, and without Him nothing made had being. In Him was life and the life was the light of mankind. The light shines in the darkness and the darkness has not suppressed it.” CJB
John 9:58 “I tell you the truth,” Jesus answered, “before Abraham was born, I AM.” At this they (the Pharisees) picked up stones to stone Him, but Jesus hid Himself, slipping away from the temple grounds.” New International Translation
Yeshua said before Abraham was, I AM. In the Hebrew the text reads, ĕhyĕh ăshĕr ĕhyĕh and translates into English as I AM THAT I AM. Translated from the Hebrew perspective Exodus 4:15 reads, “Here is what to say to the people of Israel: I AM (ĕhyĕh) has sent me to you. God further said to Moshe (Moses) ‘Say this to the people of Israel YHVH, (or YHWH) the God of your fathers, the God of Avraham, the God of Yitz’chak and the God of Ya’akov, has sent me to you.” CJB
Halakha (Jewish Law) prescribes that whereas the Name written yud-hei-vav-hei, it is only to be pronounced "Adonai;" and the latter name too is regarded as a holy name, and is only to be pronounced in prayer. Thus when someone wanted to refer to God in third person either written or spoken, the word "Hashem," (literally, "the Name") was used.  The Tetragrammatons’ YHVH sometimes (YHWH) translation from Ancient Hebrew Alphabet reads as Yud-Heh-Vav-Heh or Yähvěh sometimes Yähwěh has been withheld from the Jews. The Tetragrammaton expressed as YHVH or YHWH appears more than 6800 times in the original manuscripts. Most, but not all bible translators substituted the name Yähwěh with Lord and sometimes Jehovah. The name Jehovah is a corruption of the name Yähwěh determined by the Jewish leadership as too holy to be spoken. Jehovah means eternal, or the immutable God. So in identifying Himself as I AM, Yeshua is stating in no uncertain terms, Yeshua is Elohim the eternal creator in plurality. Yeshua is Adonai the Sovereign Lord in plurality. He is Jehovah-Elyon the Lord most high. Jehovah-Saboath is the Lord of all hosts in heaven and earth. Jehovah-Jireh, the Lord our provider. Jehovah-Ropheka, the Lord our soundness and our healer. Jehovah-Tsidkeenu, the Lord our righteousness. Jehovah-Mekaddishkem the Lord our sanctifier. Jehovah-Nissi, the Lord our banner in war. Jehovah-Shalom, the Lord our peace. Jehovah-Sham’mah, the Lord always present with us. Jehovah-Rohi, the Lord our maker, and our shepherd. Yeshua the Messiah is El Shaddai, more than enough in every situation. 
John 8:32 “If you abide in my word, you are my disciples indeed. And you shall know the truth and the truth shall make you free.” KJV
John 15:4 “Abide in me and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you abide in Me. I am the vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me, and I in him, bears much fruit; for without Me you can do nothing. If anyone does not abide in Me, he is cast out as a branch and is withered and they gather them and throw them in a fire and they are burned. If you abide in Me and My words abide in you, you will ask what you desire, and it shall be done for you. By this My Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit; so you will be My disciples. As my Father loved Me, I also have loved you; abide in My love. If you keep my commandments, you will abide in My love, just as I have kept My Father’s commandments and abide in His love. These things I have spoken to you, that My joy may remain in you and that your joy may be full.”  NKJV
HolySpiritWhispers helps turn the soil, plant and water the seeds of faith resident in God’s Covenants. The Word of God also instills the requirements necessary to receive the promises resident within your salvation. Please bear with me, this biblically balanced material still requires your discernment to fully appreciate the obstacles that block the blessings and power available to every follower of Yeshua Elohim, (Jesus, God) our redeemer. Biblical Christianity hinges on Christ. Anyone willing to take it on faith that feelings, or signs and wonders, or even miracles come from God without the benefit of biblical verification exchanges the protection of God’s covering for some form of demonic counterfeit. The Holy Spirit tells us through the Prophet Isaiah, “Come now, let us reason together, says the Lord.” Meanwhile the devil asks us to check our brains at the door and taste the fruit of fine sounding arguments that don’t line up with the weight of scripture, or the full council of God. There is no revelation for a believer in Jesus Christ apart from what is written in the Word of God.
THE BATTLEGROUND
Every sentient being is created in the image and likeness of God. Does that mean we look like Elohim? Elohim is the name for God in plurality. Perhaps the doctrine of the Trinity will give us a clue. The Father, Son and Holy Ghost demonstrate three separate yet interdependent characteristics. They act separately and in concert with each other in seamless transparency. They are One!
John 10:30 “I and My Father are one.”  NAS
John 16:7 “Nevertheless, I tell you the truth: it is to your advantage that I go away, for if I do not go away, the Helper will not come to you. But if I go, I will send Him to you.” ESV
1 Thessalonians 5:23 “And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.” KJV

I am not a theologian, but would make the argument that the soul contains the mind. The mind is the will and emotions. The mind is tied to the heart. The mind is the software of the brain. The brain is part of the body. The body is the gateway to the realm of the senses on earth. The soul and, or the spirit were the last part of man created by Yähwěh Elohim through the impartation of the breath of life.

Genesis.2:7 “The Lord God formed the man out of the dust of the ground and breathed the breath of life into his nostrils and he became a living being.” NLT
The first thing Yeshua Elohim redeems through salvation is our soul. Then He imparts Ruach HaKodesh Elohim to indwell us as a deposit guaranteeing our inheritance. Redemption gives us access to the Throne of Grace where Abba Father Yähwěh Elohim resides. I mention this to bring us to the soul, mind and heart of our struggle. In most cases, it’s not the conscious mind of a dedicated Christian that causes the greatest conflict. The battleground stems from the unregenerate nature of the subconscious, the Apostle Paul calls this the “Old Man.” He gives us a clear picture of this enigma in his letter to the Romans. It’s imperative you read it without putting yourself under condemnation, nor give yourself license to sin.

Romans 7:12-25 “So we know the law is holy and the commandment is holy righteous and good. Did that which is good, then bring death to me? By no means! It was sin, producing death in me through what is good, in order that sin might be shown to be sin, and through the commandment might become sinful beyond measure. For we know the law is spiritual, but I am of the flesh, sold under sin. For I do not understand my own actions. For I do not do what I want, but I do the very thing I hate. Now if I do what I do not want, I agree with the law, that it is good. So now it is no longer I who do it, but sin that dwells within me. For I know that nothing good dwells in me, that is, in my flesh. For I have the desire to do what is right, but not the ability to carry it out. For I do not do the good I want, but the evil I do not want is what I keep on doing. Now if I do what I do not want, it is no longer I who do it, but sin that dwells within me. So I find it to be a law that when I want to do right, evil lies close at hand. For I delight in the law of God in my inner being, but I see in my members another law waging war against the law of my mind and making me captive to the law of sin that dwells in my members.” ESV
HolySpiritWhispers rest on the Dunamis, (miraculous power) of the Word of God to unmask the causes of stumbling. Once exposed, we can begin the dismantling of the corrupt thought processes through the washing of the water of the word and fervent prayer. Beware of the natural mind, it is contrary to the Born Again Spirit and persistently works to elude, twist, or bury truth. The “Old Man” will seek to make any excuses, shift blame, and substitute the real issues with clever counterfeits. These face savers are born of pride, fear, or shame. They are the gatekeepers to the citadel where the “Old Man” rules. Even believers can be duped into this kind of behavior just a Paul explains and become subjected to a life of stress. There is medical evidence proving subconscious anxiety can actually create sickness and disease. Many a well-intentioned Christian; even those serving faithfully in ministry can sometimes forget there is no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus.

Proverbs 28: 13-14 “Whoever conceals his transgressions will not prosper, but whoever confesses and forsakes them will obtain mercy. Blessed is he who fears the Lord always, but whoever hardens their heart will fall into calamity.” ESV
The bible also tells us to confess our sins one to another, meaning go directly to the one we have offended and beg their forgiveness in Christian love. Some denominations hold to an apostolic interpretation for confession, forgiveness and absolution. They offer the confessional where the repent ants are allowed anonymity during their confession. Other denominations follow the biblical mandate of openly confessing before the church.  The majority of believers today prefer to confess their sins directly to God with a sincere and repentant heart as he is faithful to forgive us. Be faithful to whatever venue the Holy Spirit leads you to take. Isn't it funny how even many unbelievers will tell you, confession is good for the soul.

1 John1:9-10 “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. If we say we have not sinned we make Him a liar and His word is not in us.” New International Version
HolySpiritWhispers provides the Born Again believer the means to confront the unregenerate mind by compelling the sin nature, common to all, to line up with scripture. Once we know we are what God’s Word says we are, and will receive what God’s word says we will receive, and will become what God’s word says we will become, we are no longer content with walking in the flesh. Walking in the Spirit by faith is an ongoing conscious process whereby we bind ourselves to the will of God expressed in scripture, making no excuses and accepting no substitute for God’s authority. We must come to the place where we hate what God hates. HolySpiritWhispers provides the means to wash the soul with more water of the word in a season than was heretofore possible in a lifetime. True conversion requires the believer to love the Lord with all their mind, heart, soul and strength and to love their neighbor as themselves. Yeshua adds one more command, we are to love and pray for our enemies. This mandate requires the surrender of our will to God’s will, but how can a flesh and blood mortal accomplish this seemingly impossible task? The treasures of hidden darkness are buried in the repository of all who have been saved by grace through faith. Every believer who has read the word of God and holds it sacred must strive to live by its principles. Acting on God’s word is a matter of faith. The bible tells us each man is given a measure of faith. Faith comes by hearing and hearing of the word of God. Is faith something that can be increased? Let’s look at two verses written in letters of the Apostle Paul to the churches of the Corinth and Thessalonica for verification. 
2 Corinthians 10:15 “When your faith is increased.” NKJV
1 Thessalonians 3:10 “Perfect what is lacking in your faith.” NKJV
What is faith? Faith is defined as an assurance, trust, belief, confidence, conviction and expectation. Too many Christians have tried to apply natural faith and or faith in supernatural formulas to coerce God, and they just don’t work. God is not a process. He is not a force that can be harnessed, or some being who can be controlled, manipulated, or mandated. He is not limited to any rules except those contrary to His nature. God never works the exact same way twice. God is the all-powerful, supreme creator and sustainer of all life in this reality and every other reality, visible and invisible. Faith recognizes the sovereignty of God. Intimate knowledge of the nature and character of God as revealed to us in His Word and through the life of His only begotten Son, Yeshua is all that is required. The more we expose our mind to the Word of God, the faster we will grow in faith, hope and love.

Hebrews 11:6 "Without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.” New American Standard
Numbers 23:19 “God is not a man, that he should lie, nor a son of man, that he should change his mind. Does he speak and then not act? Does he promise and not fulfill?” NIT
Romans 10:17 “Faith cometh by hearing and hearing by the word of God.” KJV
HolySpiritWhispers offers eight ways to wash the mind in the water of word. Some of the methods HolySpiritWhispers will share with you were not available to previous generations. Used as intended, through repeated exposure, you can train the mind in the ways of God in ways never before possible. Once we accept God’s word as the final authority on any given topic, the issue is settled, the case is closed. This allows the Holy Spirit to dominate the natural course of events. You will come to know, we really are what God’s word says we are. We can do what God’s word says we can do. We will receive what God’s word says we will receive. It doesn’t mean throwing away your medicine, it means exercising your faith for healing until the doctor tells you the medicine you take is no longer needed. Paul raised the dead by the power of the Holy Spirit and people were healed when he sent a cloth, or an apron to their sickbeds. Yet he pleaded with the Lord three times to take away the thorn from his flesh. God answered his prayer in the following way:” My grace is sufficient for you, for My strength is made perfect in weakness.” 2 Corinthians 12:2-10. Read it for yourself, it will bless you.
HOLINESS
Holiness was never meant to be a mantle offered to a precious few. We are all called to holiness, it is not an option. Holiness is the key to the Wild Olive Branch unlocking the Covenants and Promises Yähwĕh made to Abraham, Isaac and Israel. Holiness is a mandate of God.
Leviticus 11:44-45: “For I am Yähwěh your God, so you must consecrate yourselves and be holy for I am holy.” Holman Christian Standard Bible
1 Peter 1:16 “Because it is written, be ye holy; for I am holy.” KJV
Prayerfully consider the words of the Prophet Daniel from these translations of the original text.

Daniel 12:10 “Many shall purify themselves and make themselves white and be refined, but the wicked shall act wickedly. And none of the wicked shall understand, but those who are wise shall understand.” English Standard Version
“Many shall be purified, and made white, and tried; but the wicked shall do wickedly: and none of the wicked shall understand; but the wise shall understand.” KJV
“Till a number are tested and make themselves clean; and the evil-doers will do evil; for not one of the evil-doers will have knowledge; but all will be made clear to those who are wise.” BBE
Purification and Refinement go hand in hand for those seeking to attain the Holiness of God. We hear great sermons, attend powerful conferences, read enlightening books, but have we experienced a profound and lasting change in our lives that measures up to what Daniel was talking about? Ask yourself what means will end-time believers be given to purify themselves against the onslaught of wickedness that all the previous generations did not have? HolySpiritWhispers was deployed by Ruach HaKodesh Elohim (God the Holy Spirit) so end times believers could engraft Word of God with applications found in Yähwěh’s oldest mandates reserved for such a time as this.

Wash your hands, you sinners; purify your hearts, for your loyalty is divided between God and the world. Let there be tears for what you have done. Let there be sorrow and deep grief. Let there be sadness instead of laughter, and gloom instead of joy. Humble yourselves before the Lord, and He will lift you up in honor.” NLT
Many believers who have received Yeshua as their Savior have gone no further in their walk toward Abba Father, God regarding purification and holiness. They have failed to comprehend the requirements and benefits afforded them through the Lordship of Yeshua. Salvation and Justification were free unwarranted gifts from Yähwěh through the finished work of His only Begotten Son, Yeshua Ha' Mashiach. Sanctification is a refinement process; it requires our collaboration with His Ruach HaKodesh in order to be purified and made holy. Ask Him to help you surrender. He is faithful. 
Psalm 139:23-24 “Search me, O God, and know my heart; try me and know my thoughts: And see if there be any wicked way, and lead me in the way everlasting.” NKJV
1 John 2:6 “Those who say they live in God should live their lives as Jesus did.” NLT
“Self is the great curse, whether in its relation to God, or to our fellow-men in general, or to fellow-Christians, thinking of ourselves and seeking our own. Self is our greatest curse. But, praise God, Christ came to redeem us from self. We sometimes talk about deliverance from the self-life—and thank God for every word that can be said about it to help us —but I am afraid some people think deliverance from self-life means that now they are going to have no trouble in serving God; and they forget that deliverance from self-life means being a vessel overflowing with love to everybody all day.

And here you have the reason why so many pray for the power of the Holy Spirit, and they get something, but oh so little because they prayed for power for work, and power for blessing, but they have not prayed for the power of deliverance from self. That means not only self-righteous intercourse with God, but the unloving self in intercourse with men. And there is deliverance. ‘The Fruit of the Spirit is love.’ I bring you the glorious promise of Christ that He is able to fill our hearts with love.”                                     Andrew Murray, Absolute Surrender

HolySpiritWhispers was created to equip the end time believer with the awesome might of God’s Word uniquely amplified beyond our limited comprehension through the washing of the water of the word that cannot return to Him without accomplishing the purpose for which it was sent. Surrendering to the Word of God is surrender to God. The Holiness of Love and the Love of Holiness is the key to experiencing the Sh’khinah (glory) of the Lord in your life. The world has yet to see what God will give the person that offers the Holy Spirit absolute surrender.

Isaiah 48:6 “I have made you hear new things from this time, even hidden things, and you did not know them. They are created now and not from the beginning, And before this day you have not heard them, Lest you say, Of course I knew them.” NKJV
Proverbs 25:2. “It is the glory of God to conceal a thing, but the honor of kings to search out a matter.” KJV
Jeremiah 33.3 “Call to me and I will answer you and tell you great and unsearchable things you do not know.” NIV
When the Lord brought the HolySpiritWhispers ministry to light through His Ruach HaKodesh, I prayed for verification from His word. After all the Apostle John in his first letter warned believers not to believe every spirit, but to test the spirits to see if they were from God. Then Ruach HaKodesh reminded me how Paul’s second letter to the Corinthians stated that by two or three witnesses shall every word be established. I also knew I needed the full counsel of the Word of God taken in context to feel satisfied I had heard from God. Deuteronomy 13:1-5 keeps me fearful of the doctrines of devils as they too have a powerful anointing. So I fasted and prayed and searched the scriptures. When the Word gave me validation, I felt confident the revelation did come from God. I went to my pastor and shared the vision with him. He prayed for a week before meeting with me again to release me to begin what was to become the longest most grueling journey of my life. It took twenty-four years.

The origins of HolySpiritWhispers can be found in the Tanakh (Old Testament) within the Laws, Precepts, Covenants of the Torah, (The Five Books of Moses). The applications were hidden in plain sight within the books of B’resheet, (Genesis) Sh’mot, (Exodus) and D’varim, (Deuteronomy.) I was taught how to modernize the inspired application mandated in scripture by Ruach HaKodesh Elohim in order to provide a powerful end times usage of ancient biblical principles. One might ask how something in the Old Covenant can apply to a Born Again Believer in our time. The Creator Himself is the source of these powerful trans-figurative applications found in His Word. Consider Yeshua’s own words as recorded in the Gospel of Matthew.
Matthew 5:17-19 “Do not think that I have come to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I have not come to abolish them but to fulfill them. For truly, I say to you, until heaven and earth pass away, not an iota, not a dot, will pass from the Law until all is accomplished. Therefore whoever relaxes one of the least of these commandments and teaches others to do the same will be called least in the kingdom of heaven, but whoever does them and teaches them will be called great in the kingdom of heaven.” NAS
Matthew 13:52 “And he said to them, ‘Therefore every scribe who has been trained for the Kingdom of Heaven is like a master of a house, who brings out of his treasure what is new and what is old.’” ESV
Matthew 23:2 “The scribes and Pharisees sit in Moses seat, therefore whatever they tell you to observe, that observe and do.” NKJV
Matthew 24:35 “Heaven and earth will pass away but my words will never pass away.” KJV                                                                             
Yeshua was a Jewish Rabbi grounded in Torah so let’s read the passages from a Jewish perspective.  
Mattityahu 5:17 “Don’t think that I have come to abolish the Torah or the Prophets. I have come not to abolish but to complete. Yes indeed! I tell you that until heaven and earth pass away, not so much as a yud or a stroke will pass from the Torah—Not until everything that must happen has happened. So whoever disobeys the least of these mitzvoth (commandments) and teaches others to do so will be called least in the Kingdom of Heaven. But whoever obeys them and teaches them will be called great in the Kingdom of Heaven.” CJB
Mattityahu 13:52 “So then every Torah-teacher who has been made into a talmid (disciple) of the Kingdom of Heaven is like the owner of a home who brings out of his storage room both new things and old.” CJB
Mattityahu 23:2 “The Torah-teachers and P’rushim, (Pharisees)” he said, “sit in the seat of Moshe (Moses). So whatever they tell you, take care to do it.” CJB
Lord Yeshua established the authority of the Tanakh (Old Covenant) precepts as an extension of the B’rit Hadashah (New Covenant.) Now let’s take a close look at the purpose and benefit of a practice mandated by God with a new found confidence without fear of being perceived as being legalistic.

Have you ever seen Orthodox Jewish men praying at the Western Wall in Jerusalem? Some wear small leather boxes with leather strips wrapped around their wrists or foreheads. The devices are called t’fillin translated as phylacteries. The t’fillin contains scriptures written on parchment. They are worn during daily prayers. The HolySpiritWhispers ministry applies this principle, not the actual devises.
Deuteronomy 6: 6-9 “And these words that I command you today shall be on your heart. You shall teach them diligently to your children, and shall talk of them when you sit in your house, and when you walk by the way, and when you lie down, and when you rise. You shall bind them as a sign on your hand, and they shall be as frontlets between your eyes. You shall write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates.” ESV
The t’fillin or phylactery was to be constant reminders of Yähwěh’s hand on their lives. As the Israelites said their daily prayers wearing the phylactery they became second nature to them, but the intent remained. They were consciously applying a principle that had subconscious ramifications on their conscious mind. Obedience always brings change to the hearts and minds of God’s people. The HolySpiritWhispers programs amplify the intent of the t’fillin millions of times in just months without having to actually affix the device to the body. The results of the inward manifestation of a spiritual principle will always produce positive change. Some changes will be almost immediate. The effect of deep wounds may take longer. Even the impossible is possible when God is working with a willing vessel anxious to please Him. His mercy and grace includes the struggles we lay at the cross.

Matthew 13:52 “And he said to them, “Therefore every scribe who has been trained for the kingdom of heaven is like a master of a house, who brings out of his treasure what is new and what is old.” ESV
Ruach HaKodesh also reminded me of how Jacob was inspired to breed spotted and speckled sheep in Genesis 30: 25-43 then I read how he learned to do this Genesis 31:10-14. I was convinced if the Lord could change the DNA of an animal; the same methods could be applied to change the nature of the unregenerate mind through God’s inspired Word. While the origin of HolySpiritWhispers relies heavily on the Tanakh, (Old Testament) we tend to forget the Lord taught from the Torah during His earthly ministry and validated its virtue on numerous occasions. First century believers in Yeshua used the Old Testament exclusively until the Gospels were finally written down somewhere between AD 50 and 70. The canon of New Testament actually began with Paul’s first letter to the Thessalonians was written about AD 52. Therefore we are on solid ground when we assert the value of the Old Covenant precepts. 
PRAYER
Prayer takes many forms they can be liturgical, contemplative, or formal. Prayers are also the heartfelt conversations between a believer and God. There is a form of prayer where God’s own words are prayed back to Him from scripture. There are prayers of thanksgiving and prayers for grace. The prayers asking forgiveness leads us to repentance. There are prayers of intercession and even prayers for the lost cause. The prayers for mercy are most common. The prayers for help to live a holy life please God most of all. This prayer unleashes the power of heaven and God never fails.

Sometimes a believer will pray about something and get an answer right away. Another believer may be praying without ceasing for a lifetime. Is the person who received an answer right away more spiritual, or more highly favored than the one still praying? Consider the word of God.

Luke 18:1-8 “And he spake a parable unto them to this end, that men ought always to pray, and not to faint; Saying, There was in a city a judge, which feared not God, neither regarded man: And there was a widow in that city; and she came unto him, saying, Avenge me of mine adversary. And he would not for a while: but afterward he said within himself, Though I fear not God, nor regard man; Yet because this widow troubleth me, I will avenge her, lest by her continual coming she weary me. And the Lord said, Hear what the unjust judge saith. And shall not God avenge his own elect, which cry day and night unto him, though he bear long with them?” KJV
Mark 11:23-24 "Truly I say to you, whoever says to this mountain, Be taken up and cast into the sea, and does not doubt in his heart, but believes that what he says is going to happen, it will be granted him. Therefore I say to you, all things for which you pray and ask, believe that you have received them, and they will be granted you.” NAS
James 5:16 “The effective, fervent prayer of a righteous man avails much.” NKJV
Hebrews 6:10-12 “For God is not unjust so as to forget your work and the love which you have shown toward His name, in having ministered and in still ministering to the saints. And we desire that each one of you show the same diligence so as to realize the full assurance of hope until the end, so that you will not be sluggish, but imitators of those who through faith and patience inherit the promises.” NAS
Hebrews 11:6 "Without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a REWARDER of those who DILIGENTLY seek Him.” NAS 
Isaiah 64:4 “No one has ever heard, no ear perceived, no eye seen, any God but you. You work for him who waits for You. You have favored those who were glad to do justice, those who remembered You in Your ways.” CJB
These are hard times that require tough question and honest answers. So be honest, ask yourself. Why are so many believers and their families in crises? How do false prophets with revelations contrary to the written word of God get away with calling themselves Evangelical Christians? Why are so few church leaders standing up against these ravenous wolves in sheep’s clothing? If the church is the church, why has it become so easy for our cities to be overrun by the power of darkness in these last days? Why are there so few mighty men and women of valor standing on the wall in prayer?
“The progress to consummation of God’s work in this world has two basic principles—God’s ability to give, and man’s ability to ask. Failure in either one is fatal to the success of God’s work on earth. God’s inability to do or give would put an end to redemption. Man’s failure to pray would, just as surely set a limit to the plan. But God’s ability to do and give has never failed and cannot fail; but man’s ability to ask can fail and often does. Therefore the slow progress which is being made toward the realization of a world won to Christ lies entirely with man’s limited asking. There is a need for the entire Church of God, on earth, to betake itself to prayer. The church upon its knees would bring heaven upon the earth.

The wonderful ability of God to do for us is thus expressed by Paul in one of most comprehensive statements, ‘And God is able to make all grace abound toward you,’ he says, ‘that ye always, having all sufficiency, that we may abound—overflow—to every good work.’ Why are we not more fully fashioned after this overflowing order? This answer is—lack of prayer ability. ‘We have not because we ask not.’ We are feeble, weak, and impoverished because of our failure to pray. God is restrained in doing by reason of our non-praying. All failures in securing to have are traceable to lack of prayer or misdirected petition.

Prayer must be broad in its scope—it must plead for others. Intercession for others is the hall-mark of all true prayer. When prayer is confined to self and to the sphere of one’s personal needs, it dies by reason of its littleness, narrowness and selfishness. Prayer must be broad and unselfish or it will perish. Prayer is the soul of a man stirred to plead with God for men. In addition to being interested in the eternal interests of one’s own soul it must, in its very nature be concerned for the spiritual and eternal welfare of others. One’s ability to pray for self, finds its climax in the compassion its concern expresses for others.” E.M. Bounds, The Weapon of Prayer

Philippians 4:6 “Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving let your requests be made unto God.” NKJV
Note how closely Paul’s admonition to the Philippians follows The Lord’s Prayer:

INTERCESSION
Prayer warriors and watchman on the wall are first and foremost intercessors. More and more churches have established twenty-four hour prayer covering for their pastors and elders and ministries and their congregation. They pray for the sick, lost family members, missions, country, state and the city where they live. Corporate prayer is powerful, but so is individual prayer. God will always answer our prayers, though sometimes the answer is no. His ways are not our ways, his thoughts far above our own. A child playing in the street is not always aware of danger, but the parent sitting up on the porch is ever mindful of approaching traffic the child doesn’t see. God is our Father. He protects us even from ourselves when we pray amiss. So why pray? Intimacy with Abba Father releases the power of heaven into our lives. 
“Prayer cannot be retired as a secondary force in this world. To do so is to retire God from the movement. It is to make God secondary. The prayer ministry is an all-engaging force. It must be so, to be a force at all.” E.M. Bounds, The Weapon of Prayer
Prayers can move mountains and we all like that idea, but more importantly prayers builds character through perseverance, patience and hope. In the end, hope never disappoints. Our prayers also build a hedge of protection around those we are praying for as well as ourselves. Our faith is not based on faith, but in the confident assurance in the sovereignty of our Father in Heaven. He is faithful to His word and watches over it too perform it out of for loves us.

Psalm 138:2 “I will worship toward thy holy temple, and give thanks unto Thy name for Thy loving-kindness and for Thy truth: For Thou hast magnified Thy word above all Thy name.” KJV 

There is always an additional blessing hidden somewhere in His answer even when the answer is no.

I have a beloved sister in the Lord who told me a heartbreaking story. She has given me leave to share with you. B.B had dedicated herself to pray for her brother’s salvation. Over a lifetime he became more belligerent, unregenerate, and venomously hostile toward everything and everyone that had anything to do with Christianity. The more she prayed to lead him to the Lord, the more he railed against God. He openly mocked her, mocked her witness and mocked the Lord. Still, she was determined never to give up. As he grew older, illness forced him to move to an assisted living facility. One morning my friend received a phone call from a representative of the nursing home—her brother had died.

Can you imagine how heartbroken you would be to think someone you loved would spend their eternity in hell? She cried out to God in inconsolable grief. B.B. reminded Him how she had begged and prayed without ceasing to lead her brother to accept the Lord’s salvation. She had reasoned with God like Abraham interceding for Lot. She prayed his word back to Him the way David did in the psalms. She had driven away every demon seeded doubt like Rizpah driving the vultures away from the bodies of her sons. She had stood on God’s word and He had failed her. As her angry lamentation subsided, B.B. repented and pleaded for understanding—why hadn’t God answered her prayer?

On the day of the funeral she entered the chapel of the nursing home where her brother passed away. The man had no friends; he died alone. B.B. and her family were the only ones present at the service. After the eulogy, the Chaplin led them in a hymn. She began to cry uncontrollably. Then she heard the sound of beautiful voices coming from the back of the chapel. She turned to see who was singing. There at the back of the chapel stood a group of Orthodox Messianic Jews complete with beards, wearing yarmulkes, dressed in prayer shawls. What struck her was how they were able to lose themselves in the praise and worship—If only they knew; the thought broke her.

B.B. was still sobbing after the service ended. Then one of the Messianic Jews came to offer his condolences. He explained that he met her brother a few days before he died. He told her, he had the privilege of leading him to accept Yeshua as his Lord and Savior—God in His wisdom had used a stranger to do what the woman could not. I pray her story encourages each and every one of you standing the gap for a lost family member. The moral of the story can be found in B’rit Hadashah (New Covenant) in a letter sent from Jerusalem by Ya’akov, (James) to Messianic Jewish Believers who had been scattered by persecutions c. 40 AD:
Ya’akov 5:16 “The prayer of a righteous person is powerful and effective.” CJB
Mattityahu 7:9-10 Keep asking, and it will be given to you; keep seeking, and you will find; keep knocking, and the door will be opened to you. For everyone who keeps asking receives; he who keeps seeking finds; and to him who keeps knocking the door will be opened. Is there anyone here who, if his son asks for a loaf of bread will give him a stone? Or if he asks for a fish, will give him a snake? CJB
Ephesians 6:18 Paul encourages the church concerning intercession in his letter to the Ephesians with these words, “being watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplication or all the saints.”                     World English Bible
Ephesians 6:12 “For our wrestling is not against flesh and blood, but against the principalities, against the powers, against the world-rulers of this darkness, against the spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places.” American Standard Version
HolySpiritWhispers can feed the spirit man more scriptures in a week than most believers can read in a lifetime. It is your faith in the power of God and the authority He has placed in His Word that causes the reluctant enemy to finally release their grip and leave the field of battle defeated.

PRAYING THE WORD

This prayer above all others is amplified by multiple-millions of believers around the world who pray it every day. Add your voice to theirs as you place it at His feet in the holy of holies 
Consider the Psalms of the shepherd/king who slew the giant, defeated the enemies of Israel and was called a man after God’s own heart. David was a prayerful man who loved the Lord with all his heart, and with his entire mind and all his strength. David placed his faith in Yähwěh no matter what came against him. David was also quick to run to God for forgiveness for his sins and repent to keep heaven open to him. He is a classic example of a warrior who gained success in the natural realm by applying supernatural principles to warfare by praying God’s word back to Him. Many of David‘s psalms have their roots in the Tanakh (Old Covenant). God is no respecter of persons, if He honored David’s prayers derived from the scriptures, He will honor ours. Note the root of David’s first psalm is found in the first chapter of the book of Joshua:

Psalm 1:2 “But in the law of Jehovah is his delight, and in His law he doth meditate by day and by night.” HCSB
Joshua 1:8 “This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein day and night, that thou mayest observe to do according to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make thy way prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success.” KJV
Psalm 138: 1-3 “I will praise You with my whole heart; Before the gods I will sing praises to You. I will worship toward Your holy temple, And praise Your name. For Your loving-kindness and Your truth; For You have magnified Your word above all Your name. In the day when I cried out, You answered me, And made me bold with strength in my soul.” NKJV
Gen. 22:12-16 “Do not lay a hand on the boy or do anything to him. For now I know that you fear God, since you have not withheld your only son from Me.” Abraham looked up and saw a ram caught in the thicket by its horns. So Abraham went and took the ram and offered it as a burnt offering in place of his son. And Abraham named that place The LORD Will Provide, so today it is said: “It will be provided on the LORD’s mountain.” Then the Angel of the LORD called to Abraham a second time from heaven and said, ‘By Myself I have sworn,’ this is the LORD’s declaration,” NIT
Hebrews 6:11-14 “But we do [[a]strongly and earnestly] desire for each of you to show the same diligence and sincerity [all the way through] in realizing and enjoying the full assurance and development of [your] hope until the end, In order that you may not grow disinterested and become [spiritual] sluggards, but imitators, behaving as do those who through faith (by their leaning of the entire personality on God in Christ in absolute trust and confidence in His power, wisdom, and goodness[b]) and by practice of patient endurance and waiting are [now] inheriting the promises. For when God made [His] promise to Abraham, He swore by Himself, since He had no one greater by whom to swear, Saying, Blessing I certainly will bless you and multiplying I will multiply you.” Amplified Bible
Micah 7:19-21 “Once again you will have compassion on us. You will trample our sins under your feet and throw them into the depths of the ocean! You will show us your faithfulness and unfailing love as you promised to our ancestors Abraham and Jacob long ago.” NLT
The HolySpiritWhispers programs provides over 1600 scriptures, personalized scriptures and godly affirmations based upon scripture so you can pray God’s word back to Him. Isaiah 55:11“So will My word be which goes forth from My mouth ; It will not return to Me empty, Without accomplishing what I desire, And without succeeding in the matter for which I sent it.” NAS
2 Timothy 3:16 “All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness.” KJV

The Jeshurun of today are not only Messianic Jews, but includes the wild olive branch grafted into Israel called out to stand with the Ha' Mashiach. They guard their life and doctrine closely, rightly dividing the word of God while wearing the armor of light. The Jeshurun are the upright men of God who stand faithful guard over themselves, their families, friends, church, nation and the hostages of the devil in this lost world. Their prayers come from a righteous heart; they avail much.

The Power of Ruach HaKodesh is critical. He leads, guides, reminds, warns, convicts, teaches, imparts, reveals and empowers believers to grow strong in the Lord Yeshua and the power of His might, but Ruach HaKodesh is a gentleman, He never forces Himself on anyone. He never speaks of Himself, but brings Glory to Our Heavenly Father though His only Begotten Son, Yeshua the Messiah.
2 Corinthians 10:4 “For though we live in the body, we do not wage war in an unspiritual way, since the weapons of our warfare are not worldly, but powerful through, God for the demolition of strongholds. We demolish arguments, and every high-minded thing that rises up against the knowledge of God, taking every thought to obey Christ.” HCSB
Successful spiritual warfare requires a deep commitment to the Lord Yeshua, a clean conscious before Father God, a willing heart, obedient to the leading of Ruach HaKodesh. To enter spiritual conflict without the armor of light is to court disaster. No unrepentant heart can prevail against the armies of darkness. Offenses, secret sins, fear and the like must be laid at the cross with a repentant heart before engaging demonic forces to tear down their strongholds. Taking up the shield of faith and the sword of the spirit requires clean hands and a clean heart. The prayers of the Jeshurun spoil the plans of hell!
James 5:16 “The prayer of a righteous person is powerful and effective.” CJB
1 Peter 1:16 “Be ye holy for I am holy.” NKJV
“The kingdom of heaven suffereth violence and violent men take it by force” —‘biazetai-vim patitur’, like the violence of an army taking a city by storm. Note, they who would enter the kingdom of heaven must strive to enter; that kingdom suffers a holy violence; self must be denied the bent and bias, the frame and temper of the mind must be altered. There are hard sufferings to be altered, there are hard sufferings to be endured, a force to be put upon the corrupt nature; we must run, and wrestle, and fight, be in an agony, and all little enough to win such a prize, and to get over such opposition from without and from within. The violent take it by force. They who will have an interest in the great salvation are carried out towards it with a strong desire, will have it upon any terms, and not think them hard, not quit, their hold without a blessing (Gen. 32:26) They who will make their calling and election sure must give diligence. The kingdom of heaven was never intended to indulge the ease of triflers, but to be the rest of them that labor. It is a blessed sight.” Matthew Henry’s Complete Commentary On The Whole Bible

The dual kingdoms of light and darkness are in a life and death struggle for the souls of the lost in these last hours before the prophetic time clock strikes midnight. The Jeshurun are being called to take their place on the wall in intercession. The Church of the living God is under attack from inside as well as outside. Prayer is our most powerful line of offense as well as defense. Take heart, devils cannot stand their ground against the effective fervent prayers of the righteous men and women of the Ekklesia. 
In the Book of Acts, Luke tells us an interesting set of facts about the difference between a committed life of faith in Lord Yeshua and those who would use His name to do a work for God.

Acts 19:11-16 “Now God worked unusual miracles by the hands of Paul, so that even handkerchiefs or aprons were brought from his body to the sick, and diseases left them, and evil spirits went out of them. Then some of the itinerant Jewish exorcists in Ephesus who took it upon themselves to call on the name of the Lord Jesus over those who had evil spirits saying, ‘We exorcise you by the name of Jesus whom Paul preaches.’ Also there were seven sons of Sceva, a Jewish chief priest who did also. And the evil spirit answered and said, ‘Jesus we know, and Paul we know; but who are you?’ Then the man, in whom the evil spirit was leaped on them, overpowered them and prevailed against them, so they fled out of that house naked and wounded.” NKJV
Mark 16:16-18 “He who believes and is baptized will be saved, but he who does not believe will be condemned. And these signs will follow those who believe. In My name they will cast out demons; they will speak in new tongues; they will take up serpents; if they drink anything deadly, it will not hurt them; they will lay their hands on the sick, and they will recover.” NKJV 
Luke 10:19 “Behold, I have given you authority to trample on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall in any way harm you.” NKJV
When the Lord Yeshua was in the desert after fasting forty days, He was hungry when the devil tempted Him with food. Matthew Chapter 4 and Luke chapter 4 record how Lord Yeshua responded to the devil with, “It is written.” Next the devil took the Lord and placed him on the pinnacle of the temple and quoted accurate scripture that was nevertheless outside the full weight and council of God’s Word. The Lord responded, “It is Written.” Finally the devil tempted the Lord Yeshua with Kingdom, Power and Authority. All the Lord had to do was worship him. Lord Yeshua responded “Away with you Satan. For it is written, ‘You shall worship the Lord your God, and Him only shall you serve.” Lord Yeshua responded to every temptation with the rightly divided word of God, The devil left Him for a season. The lord of the flies tested our Lord more than once during His ministry. Once he even used the mouth of Peter to try to keep Him from going to the cross. Don’t let anyone flatter you into thinking you’ve become so powerful the devil doesn’t want any part of you–he wants your soul in hell. Face every challenge with God’s word and command the devil to leave in Yeshua’s name.

1 John 4:4 “Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is He that is in you, than he that is in the world.” KJV
It was Yeshua habit to find a solitary place to pray. He often prayed through the night. If the Lord of Glory took time to pray, we should follow His example and set time aside to be alone with God? HolySpiritWhispers offers the means to enhanced Spiritual Warfare by strengthening the inner man through God’s Word. Ephesians 5:25-26 tells us our Lord Yeshua sanctifies the church through the washing of the water of the word. Merging with our Savior’s desire for us through His Word builds the kind of faith needed meet the enemy head on to tear down of his strongholds. As you pray faith the filled truths of scripture found in the WorkBook, or hear those scriptures in a sermon, or in a song on Christian Radio, the verses ignite your memory banks to compare the scriptures being heard with the verses you are feeding into your mind through the HolySpiritWhispers programs. Your act of collaboration enables God’s creative life force resident in His word to be released in a deeper, more profound way to feed your spirit man and lead you toward sanctification. HolySpiritWhispers is not a feel good Christian Life Coach approach to health and wealth. HolySpiritWhispers is the power of Ruach HaKodesh Elohim instructing Truth through His Word. He bring about the repentance and purification that leads to spiritual maturity in the hearts and minds those seeking to live for Christ.

It is critical you read the letter to the Ephesians, especially chapters one and two and note the blessings and gifts afforded every believer through the power of God available to us who are in Christ Jesus. Paul uses the following distinct words to describe that power. The Dunamis, (miraculous power), Energeian, (incredible power) Kratos, (dominion, authority and great strength) Ischus (Preeminence, might and ability) of power resident in God’s word can only be unleashed by our faith in His faithfulness or better said, Trust in His faithfulness. The HolySpiritWhispers programs build faith and patience to receive every gift that Yeshua gave to us by flooding the mind with more of God’s truth in a half hour than ever before possible in human history. When the supercharged spiritually of enhanced faith ignites in our spirit man Trust becomes effortless. The instilled patience builds the strength needed to trust God to provide the perfect answer to our prayer at the perfect time to create a perfect result. HolySpiritWhispers helps affirm to your spirit man that the word of God will not return to Him void without accomplishing the purpose, for which He sent it, that His Word cannot be chained. God is not a man that he can lie, nor the son of man that he can change His mind. Our God magnified His word above all His name. Call out to Him with an amplified voice. The Kingdom of heaven suffers violence and violent men taken by force. They will do whatever it takes to walk in the Shekinah of the Lord. 
THE PANOPLY
The word panoply is derived from the Greek word panoplía a full complement of arms. Panoply can be a full suit of armor, a protective covering, a splendid array. In other words, all the weapons necessary to wage and win a war. We have all read about the Armor of God in Ephesians 6:10-18 and every part of the armor is important, but for some reason in the verse 16 Paul tells us “Above all take up the shield of faith,” but there is more included in the statement “Above All” than meets the eye at first glance because the letter wasn’t written in verses. Let’s read it again from verse 16 through 18 as one thought to capture the full meaning. “Above all, taking up the shield of faith with which you will be able to extinguish all the fiery darts of the wicked one and take the helmet of salvation and the sword of the Spirit which is the word of God; praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit being watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplication for all the saints.” WEB
The phrase in verse 16 “Above all” ends at the period after the phrase all the saints. “Above all” appears in the King James Bible, Young’s Literal Translation, The New King James and Webster’s Bible and World English Bible Translations as well as others.

Matthew 17: 20 "You don't have enough faith," Jesus told them. "I tell you the truth, if you had faith even as small as a mustard seed, you could say to this mountain, 'Move from here to there,' and it would move. Nothing would be impossible." NLT
Hebrews 11:6 “But without faith, no one can please God.” Aramaic Bible in Plain English

Having Faith in your Salvation is a critical piece of your protective armor because the enemy will try to weary you into setting aside that truth by orchestrating what looks like impossible situations in order to sow the seeds of doubt as he attacks your mind. So taking up a strong shield along with trust in the helmet of salvation are linked together for the Christian Warrior’s defense. 
There are many ways believers have interpreted verse 18 “praying in the Spirit”, but if the Sword of the Spirit in verse 17 is the Word of God—Praying the Word of God is a valid interpretation for praying in the Spirit because it’s all one thought written in one sentence. Read it again and cross reference the passage with your own bible. 
Ephesians 6:17-18 “The Sword of the Spirit which is the word of God; praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit.” WEB
 Paul goes on to add the word perseverance. “Being watchful to this end with all,” WEB
The Apostle took care to include perseverance, which means determination, persistence, stubbornness, insistence doggedness, and diligence. He uses the word supplication twice. To supplicate by definition is an appeal, petition, a request, and a plea. We must persevere and supplicate for all the saints. The full armor of God is essential for anyone engaged in spiritual warfare who desires to live a victorious Christian life, it provides us the panoply; all the weapons necessary to wage and win a war!
2 Corinthians 10:4 “For though we walk in the flesh we do not war after the flesh For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but mighty through God to the pulling down of strong holds; Casting down imaginations and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ.” KJV
The HolySpiritWhispers programs offers eight separate and distinct action plans to access the authority of the Holy Spirit resident in the inspired Word of God. Some may choose to implement one, or more of these powerful weapons systems as it were to build faith and greater determination to tear down strongholds. Some will be called to incorporate all the strategies to make war against the powers of darkness. Used properly, in conjunction with worship, praise, prayer, bible reading and fellowship, the addition of these strategies will spark a greater understanding of discipleship. Again, the panoply of weapons is available to all who believe in the only begotten Son of God. 
Ephesians 1: 17-19 “That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory may give you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him, the eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints, and what is the exceeding greatness of His power toward us who believe, according to the working of His mighty power.” NKJV
James 1:5 “Now if any of you lacks wisdom, he should ask God, who gives to all generously and without criticizing, and it will be given to him.” HCSB
Ephesians 4:8 “Wherefore He saith, when He ascended up on high, He led captivity captive and gave gifts to men.” KJV
HolySpiritWhispers recognizes many Christians fail to realize the dangers of the cares of this world. Distractions due to heavy work weeks, or forgetfulness, or ignorance cause many to neglect the admonitions of Apostle Paul—it’s a grave mistake. They attribute all their problems, setbacks, and calamities to happenstance when in fact, they are often demonic strategies designed to make a believer an open target for continuous and ever increasingly attacks. Anyone says they just don’t have time read the Word of God, or to pray as they should never fails to find time to watch a game on television, or their favorite shows. They never fail to find time to catch a movie. They’re never too busy to eat or drink. They never fail to find time to sleep—the enemy never sleeps. Demons are assigned to destroy Christians, their marriages, businesses and even their congregations. Our greatest strength comes from prayer and reading the word. HolySpiritWhispers provides the means to continuously keep God’s Word at the forefront of awareness until His inspired thoughts become our thoughts. The HolySpiritWhispers programs take between 21 and 30 minutes a day and anyone can find a half hour to engraft the power of God’s promise and protection into their being—The highest form of worship in Christian life is to prize and nurture our relationship with Jesus Christ. You were saved and born again into the body in these last days for a reason. A lost world will either sense Christ in you, the hope of glory, or mock our faith as weak and ineffectual. We get to choose to be like the five virgins who had oil in their lamps when the bridegroom arrived or the five who had none. Joel 3:9 “Wake up the mighty men.” NKJV
HEALING
No one who came to Lord Yeshua in faith during His earthly ministry was ever disappointed. He raised the dead, cleansed lepers, restored sight to the blind, cured palsy, straightened a bow backed woman, restored a withered arm, closed a bleeding womb, cast out demons and raised the dead. No sickness, disease, genetic flaw, no demon, not even death itself could resist the Lord of Glory’s command. Think long and hard about this fact. Yeshua is alive interceding for you right now!
I was once diagnosed to have a tumor the size of a lemon in my kidney as well as a tear in my liver. The pain was so severe even the strongest painkillers couldn’t give me any relief. My doctor kept sending me for more tests. They needed to pin point the location of the tumor to see if it was hollow or solid in an effort to understand if it was malignant, or benign. To make matters worse the pictures came back too blurred to read, or they were lost in transit so the tests had to be repeated.

Meanwhile the pain kept getting worse. After the next round of tests the pictures were lost again somewhere between the Radiology offices and the doctor’s office. I couldn’t take it anymore. My doctor spoke to the surgeon and they decided to send me for a sonogram then operate. During all this time, I was praying for God to take the pain away. In desperation, I finally told doctor if they didn’t take it out soon, I was going to have to pray it away. In a half joking way, he said good idea. I started using the HolySpiritWhispers Scripturally Enhanced Audio day and night while I prayed the healing scriptures from the WorkBook. On the morning of the last test, I wasn’t experiencing any pain. I didn’t give it much thought because the pain would vary in intensity. Sometimes there were periods when the pain would abate leaving me to think I was healed, only to return with a vengeance later. So I arrived for the test and the technician applied the gel and started moving the device around on my back. She kept looking at the screen with a puzzled look. I asked her if something was wrong. She said something like, are you sure the tumor is on this side? I told her it was exactly where she was looking. She finally said, I can’t find it; it’s not there. I never had the surgery. Glory to God, the tumor was gone.

In 2007, while working at Dun & Bradstreet in Tucson, AZ, sharp pains like lightning bolts began shooting through my head. My supervisor at the time was John Brakey. John had me leave work and go to NextCare to consult with the doctors. The NextCare physician diagnosed the problem as a brain aneurism. He ordered me to the ER at St. Joseph’s Hospital. I began listening to the Scripturally Enhanced Audio I had stored on my iPod immediately. I had already memorized the healing scriptures. When I reported to the ER, I was put on a morphine drip which did not offer any relief. The ER physician changed the medication to Diluadid and the pain became more manageable. I was given a battery of tests and the aneurism was confirmed. I continued listening to the Scripturally Enhanced Audio, praying the healing scriptures contained in the WorkBook. Meanwhile, I was taken from lab to lab for X-rays, MRI, CT Scans, and PET Scans. At one point one of the doctors popped into the room to check on me. “You’re in good spirits for a man with your prognosis.” I told him those were not my results. He asked if I was the man who came in with pains in my head, I told him that I was. He looked at his file then up at me and said, “You’re suffering from a brain aneurism.” I repeated those were not my test results. He smiled and continued ordering more tests. I never denied the pain (as some believers would have suggested,) if I had the doctors would never have come up with the right medication to abate the shooting pains in my head. A few hours later a neurologist came to me and said, “We’re not sure you are having a brain aneurism, you may be having a stroke. I told him I was not willing to accept a stroke. He smiled, shook his head and left the room. After more tests, I was told they thought I was having grand mal seizures. By the end of the day, they were scratching their heads saying they needed to keep me overnight to conduct more tests the following day.

All during the day and into the evening I continued listening to the scripturally enhanced audio and speaking the healing promises under my breath. When they took me up to my room, I was again hooked up to the monitors. As I settled in for the night, the small still voice said, “You can go home now.” To tell you the truth, I didn’t know if that meant I could die and go to heaven, or was being told go back to my place. I disconnected the ports, needles and monitor patches and dressed to leave. The nurses caught me in the hall and formed a human barrier in front of the elevator doors. The nurse in charge demanded I go back to my bed. I turned then made a detour at the stairs and went home. I figured if I was dying, it would be better to die in my own bed than with strangers. The next day I called my primary physician to ask for pain medication. He was angry over my leaving the hospital, and said I may be having seizures. Again, I refused to accept the seizure diagnosis, or go back to the hospital. He put me on beta blockers to cut the pain while I went from one referred specialist to another. During this time, I used all my available sick days. I went on medical leave and received my income through my Fidelity Insurance Plan. To make a long story short, I’m still here, have no evidence of an aneurism, or seizures, or stroke and no longer have pains in my head. I affirm before God my testimony is true.

I use the HolySpiritWhispers program daily wearing a headset or play it over and over through my Bose, iPod system while I fall asleep every night. Each time I have faced some an ordeal, I ramp up my use of the scripturally enhanced audio 24/7 until the crises passes. Standing in faith and praying the word back to God from the passages in the WorkBook while flooding my mind with the Scripturally Enhanced Audio, or the Scripturally Enhanced Movie has never failed to provide me supercharged faith, discernment, and the deliverance when I needed it. I trust God will take me home at the perfect time. I’ve also had the flu and took my antibiotics to get well. I live on Social Security Disability because of a chronic back and neck problem. Am I believing, God for my healing? You bet, but if I have to live with some pain, I will count it all joy. Does that make me some kind of spiritual giant one minute and a spiritual ameba the next? I’ll let God be the judge of that, but the HolySpiritWhispers Programs has supercharged my faith at times when I needed it most. Plus I believe God works all things out for my good no matter what it looks like, no matter how it turns out. 
Malachi 4:2 “But unto you that fear my name shall the Son of Righteousness arise with healing in His wings.” KJV
In light of healing cases like my own and others, secular science has been forced to reevaluate the faith issue. There have been more books written on the subject of prosperity than any other topic in the bible. Seed time and harvest, Give and it will be given unto you, Cast your bread upon the waters, Bring the whole tithe and a hundred variations on the theme. Yet few if any have even come close to revealing the foolproof formula for prosperity. Most of you will be hearing this powerful truth for the first time. Yet when you read it, the truth will spark your spirit man and you’ll finally be able to put the topic to rest.

God has always made provision for the true believers. Wait a minute, what’s the difference between believers and true believers.

Take a look at the interaction between Yeshua and the rich young ruler recorded by Mark. From a Jewish prospective and according to the Torah wealth and power and honor were bestowed by God upon those whom He deemed righteous. Mark tells us the young man ran to Yeshua and knelt before Him. Then he asked Yeshua “What must I do that I may inherit eternal life?” Yeshua listed only the commandments that have to do with man’s obligation toward his fellow man. We learn the young man had kept the commandments from his youth. The passage tells us, Yeshua beholding him, loved him. And said unto him, “One thing thou lackest; go thy way, sell whatever thou hast, and give to the poor, and thou shall have treasure in heaven; and come take up the cross and follow Me.” KJV  

We are told the young man went away grieved for he had great possessions.

I went from relative financial independence to living in a car in less time than it takes to pick up a penny off floor. The fact of the matter was I didn’t have to choose the car. At one point in the reversal of fortunes, I still had enough money to start over again and claw his way back up the ladder of success, but I had heard God. He was telling me, He had another plan of me and I needed to trust Him. I wasn’t easy, but His will over my own was the deciding factor. He told me to give all my fresh start money to HolySpiritWhispers. So I what He asked and took up residence in a little SUV. I devoted myself to prayer and fasting and reading and speaking the Word 24/7. My children were distraught, my friends couldn’t believe it; even my closest confidants warned me against it. “That can’t be God’s voice.” 

In Matthew 19:16-22, the man comes to Yeshua and says “Good Teacher, what good things shall I do to have eternal life.” Yeshua tells him to keep the commandments. The man asks which ones? Then the Lord put him to the final test, “If you want to be perfect, go sell go sell what you have, and give the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven and come follow me.” In the end the young man had to come to terms with his mock holiness when he realized, he loved his money and possessions more than he loved God.

Someone I admire once told me, they had all the money the Lord could trust them with. Funny thing is, I don’t know many people who give to the kingdom as much as they give.
Matthew 6:31-33 “So don’t be anxious, asking ‘What will we eat?’ ‘What will we drink?’ or ‘How will we be clothed?’ For it is the pagans who set their hearts on these things. Your heavenly Father knows you need them all. But seek first His kingdom and His righteousness; and all these things will be given to you as well.” CJB
By the way while I was living in the car, I was barely able to make ends meet, but I never felt closer to the Lord. Personal strongholds that stayed hidden over a lifetime began to reveal themselves one after another. By prayer and fasting I was blessed to confront them and tore them down. I’m still battling with other aspects of my unregenerate self that didn’t even seem to be a problem until the Holy Spirit revealed them. When I saw myself from God’s perspective, my heart began to break for what breaks His. Through all my short comings, the glory still followed me everywhere. No one knew I was homeless; not at the Pima County Community gym where I showered and changed clothes, or at churches I attended, or the park benches where I sat in the sunshine to read the Word, or libraries or bookstores. I would be led to strike up a conversation with a stranger and they would come to the Lord within minutes. My life was becoming an expression His will. Then one night it became so hot in the little SUV and for the first time I asked God to deliver me and expand his tent, or take him home. The very next morning I received a call from Social Security Disability that changed my financial life. I moved into an apartment that very day. When we live in communion with God, He orchestrates everything to our benefit. I don’t pray for myself, except about surrender, I’d rather invest in praying about other things vital to the kingdom, and for people I know who are lost, or believers in distress. 
Isaiah 63:9 “In all their afflictions, He was afflicted; and the Angel of His presence saved them. In His love and His pity, He redeemed them. And He bore them and carried them.” NIV
1 Corinthians 2:9 “Eye has not seen, nor ear heard neither hath it entered into the heart of man the things which God hath prepared for them that love Him.” KJV
Are you ready to learn the only biblical formula for prosperity the Lord delights in honoring, or have you already figured it out? The answer is, Complete and Total Surrender to His will. Anyone who offers their total surrender to the Lord of Glory is no longer operating in the natural. I am firmly convinced, those who willingly and joyfully give all they have, and all they are and could ever hope to become as a living sacrifice holy and pleasing to God will walk in the supernatural grace of His Jeshurun. He answers their prayers even before they are spoken.
Matthew 6:31-33 “No one can serve two masters for either he will hate the one and love the other, or else he will be loyal to the one and despise the other: You cannot serve God and mammon. Therefore I say to you do not worry about your life what you will eat or what you will drink; nor about your body, what you will put on. Is not life more than food and the body more than clothing? Look at the birds of the air, they neither sow nor reap nor gather into barns; yet your heavenly Father feed s them. Are you not of more value than they? Which of you by worrying can add one cupit to your stature? So why do you worry about clothing? Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow, they neither toil nor spin; and yet I say that even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed as one of these. Now if God so clothes the grass of the field, which today is, and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, will He not much more clothe you, O you of little faith? Therefore do not worry, saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ Or ‘What shall we drink?’ or ‘What shall we wear? ‘For all these things the Gentiles seek. For your heavenly Father knows that you need all these things. But seek first the kingdom of God, and His righteousness; and all these things shall be added to you.” NKJV
Numbers 23:19 “God is not a man, that he should lie, nor a son of man, that he should change his mind. Does he speak and then not act? Does he promise and not fulfill?” NIV
2 Corinthians 1:20 “For every one of God’s promises is “Yes in Him. Therefore, the Amen is also spoken through Him by us for God’s glory. Now it is God who strengthens us, with you, in Christ and has anointed us. He sealed us and given us the Spirit as a down payment in our hearts.” HCSB
Isaiah 55:11 “So shall my word be that goeth forth from my mouth; it shall not return unto me void, but it will accomplish that which I please and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it.” KJV

Before Yeshua came into the body, He had the cattle of a thousand hills and all the silver and all the gold was His, but He gave them up to ransom you. Life is a vapor. Yesterday you were a small child, today you may be a teen, or a young adult. Perhaps you are in your prime, or in your senior years. It goes by in a blink—you may be alive today and dead to the world tomorrow. I pray we all hear, “Well done my good and faithful servant.”
Yes God does provide for His people, and you know all the scriptures quoted in the books on prosperity sold in the mass market. But consider the words of Yeshua:
Matthew 6:19-20 “Do not lay up for yourselves treasure on earth where moth and rust destroy and where thieves break in to steal; but lay up for yourselves treasure in heaven where neither moth no rust destroys and where thieves do not break in to steal. For where your treasure is your heart will be also.” NKJV
Psalms 37:25 “I have been young and now I am old; yet I have not seen the righteous forsaken, nor their seed begging bread.” KJV
MIRACLES
There are so many awesome characteristics to adore about the Trinity. One of the most inspiring to note is this, Abba Father, Lord Yeshua and the Holy Spirit never perform miracles in the exact same way twice. There is great lesson in this fact. From Genesis to Revelation, Yähwěh creates the stage, then steals the show, and seals the deal. His miracles always unique so there can be no doubt it was His hand and His alone that wrought them. Then at the precise moment He enters human history Himself. His arrival foretold, written on scrolls remain hidden in plain sight from the eyes of those claiming to be wise. The documentation is overwhelming. The purpose explained the outcome revealed — All Beforehand! His perfection will meet every requirement. He is on a rescue mission that looks like failure. Then the Supreme Chess Grand Master of the Universe allowed Himself to be surrounded by supernatural and mortal enemies with their powerful pieces poised for the coup-de-grãce. Then God of gods pulls back one piece on the board of human events to unmask the nature of His true character. In one-fell-swoop Tĕlĕō! It is finished, compete, paid in full, accomplished. And He doesn’t just pull back the curtain, He tears it! The Ark of the Covenant signifying His presence is not in the Holy of Holies. The One True Ark of His presence is a living breathing being offering Himself to Himself as our atonement from Cross—CHECKMATE!

He’s been hovering, guiding, indwelling and so much more than we can fathom. Yet He was walking and talking, living and breathing on earth as true man and true God—All At The Same Time!
I love it when believers tell how they got saved, or healed, or prospered, or delivered. The stories are always emotional. The details are never exactly the same. At some point in the life of each and every one of us, we’ve experienced, or heard of God’s miracle working power in the life of someone.

You want to talk about how to receive a miracle? Let me give you the short version. If you are constantly sharing your life with Him, longing for His presence, ever prayerful and hungry for His divine truth, even when you can’t get your mind around it, you’re in miracle territory. THE BIBLICAL BASIS
What if the Lord told you gather your army together and march around a walled city once a day for six days? Then on the seventh day, they were to march around the walls seven times and have seven men blow trumpets, then have all the men shout and the enemy stronghold would fall. Would you do it? Joshua did and look what happened.
How about building an ark out of gopher wood in the face of your neighbor’s ridicule? How about gathering two of each unclean animal male and female and seven from among the clean animals, male and female? That must have been the most difficult dinner conversation Noah ever imaged as he told his wife and children, they needed to corner the gopher wood market. Would you have done it for God? Noah did it and his obedience repopulated the earth.

What if you were the great Aramean General who had leprosy and went to see a holy man you never heard of for healing? When you got there, the Prophet Elisha didn’t even come out to meet you, but sent a message telling you to go wash in the river Jordan seven times. General Naaman expected prayer, the waving of holy hands over the leprosy to heal him, but a bath! He was seething over the prophet’s treatment of him and turned to leave, but his officer reasoned with him and he finally obeyed the man. Sure enough seven dips later Naaman was healed.

God really does work in mysterious ways. Yähwěh used Alexander the Great to conquer the world. In turn Alexander created Koine Greek, a common language to all. This language was later used by the New Testament writers to spread the gospel in letters to their Jewish and Gentile converts. Take radio, movies, television and the internet, all brilliant inventions developed by the world system that the supernatural forces of darkness uses to entertain the masses, dull the senses, and lower moral standards. While technology is used by the traffickers for profit in the worship of mammon, God uses the very same technology to make a different kind of profit. For truly I tell you, until the sky and the earth pass away and perish, not the smallest letter nor one little hook (identifying certain Hebrew letters) will pass from the law until all things (it foreshadows) are accomplished. Whoever then breaks or does away with, or relaxes one of the least (important) of these commandments and teaches men so shall be called the least (important) in the kingdom of heaven, but he who practices them and teaches others to do so shall be called great in the kingdom of heaven.” AMP

The bible teaches before two or three witnesses let everything be established. Read the scriptures, personalized scriptures and godly affirmations from the WorkBook on a regular basis to create the necessary circular dynamic link between the conscious and subconscious mind. The WorkBook may be used apart from, or in conjunction with any and all parts of the HolySpiritWhispers Programs. Share HolySpiritWhispers.com with your friends, family and church. Have them click on the Free Download button to read the WorkBook so they can learn about the programs to see if they are in agreement with the material before signing up for the free services.

You may choose to relax, or do other things as you listen, or follow along with the workbook to enhance the process of seeding the verses into your spirit as you wash your soul in the water of the Word.

3.) Listen to the selected readings of New Covenant reading of scriptures from WorkBook. Headphones are not necessary, as this audio does not utilize scriptural enhancement technology. You may choose to relax, or do other things as you listen, or follow along with the workbook to enhance the process. Faith comes by hearing and seeing the written word.
4.) However, you must be of legal age in the State or Nation in which you live or reside to participate in the HolySpiritWhispers Programs, but a parent or legal guardian may read the material and if they agree they easily create a digital signature on your behalf. The honor system applies here.
While the services are free. A valid working email address is required. Updates, important alerts and a quarterly newsletter will be emailed to the in box you used to subscribe to the service. Failure to respond to these emails from HolySpiritWhispers.com from the email address on record will cancel your access to the programs on HolySpiritWhispers.com. Why? The programs at HolySpiritWhispers.com are free to you, but they are not free to me. I want to know you are using the service and how the programs are working for you. Fair enough? HolySpiritWhispers.com will not sell, or loan, or give your email addresses to anyone now or in the future. HolySpiritWhispers.com is not yet a nonprofit ministry so I cannot accept donations, and even if and when I find the funds to apply for nonprofit status, I will never send you an email asking for money. 
My name is George Ravencroft, I am not an apostle, or a prophet, or a pastor—I have nothing to recommend me except the Blood of Messiah and whatever conviction Ruach HaKodesh places on your heart. She told me that twenty years prior, I was given an important assignment from the Lord, but I took an offense from a minister and backslid. She then told me, the Lord had saved my life when I was a child and many times after so I could do this for Him. She said, the Lord wanted me to repent and finish His assignment. My heart sank and then broke; I begged forgiveness and was re-baptized. I begged Ruach HaKodesh to give the assignment to someone else. He wouldn’t let me off the hook. My friend knew the story of my near death experience when I was a child because I had told it to him about it months earlier. I could tell at the time by his expression, he didn’t believe a word of it. Only the fact that the word of knowledge came from a complete stranger proved it, and that really scared him. In fact he gave his heart to the Lord and got baptized right after me that day. 
I came back to the States after my baptism, and once again the Lord had me ante up with everything I had for the second time in twenty years. This time my obedience left me living in a car, and all my money wasn’t even enough to finish the assignment. Six months into living in the SUV, summer was fast approaching. I was roasting at night. I pleaded with Him to deliver me, or take me home. The very next morning I received a phone call that got me out of the car. I went back to what many would have considered a normal Christian life, but I knew better. You see, I am ever aware that I had earnestly prayed all those years before asking Him to give me something important to do for His Kingdom–and the assignment wasn’t finished. I was a relatively young man when it all started, and now I am old, but He gave me the grace and the funds to see the work through to its completion. Even more astounding, He saved my life a total of twenty-two times from the time I was born until the assignment was completed. He pulled my feet from the fire twice and put an end to my prodigal nature. He even healed me of the emotional wounds I brought on myself after being delivered from the car and gave me peace. 
I had prayed for an assignment sight unseen, but when the going got really tough, I took up an offense and failed Him. I was married at the time and had invested our savings as well as other people’s money on the project and lost it all. I went bankrupt and my marriage began to shipwreck. I was so angst by the pressure, I began to slide sideways into the spiritual ditch. I have always Yeshua, but felt too far disconnected and unworthy to live for Him anymore. I walked away from a good woman I had soured toward me. After I moved out, I fell into full blown decadence. Fourteen years past as I justified every sin and nullified everything I once held sacred. I was dying inside and knew I was bound for hell. In hindsight I went from bewilderment, to shame and anger, to backslidden desperation until I was on the brink of suicide. I can honestly say, He never left me nor forsook me and all the honor and the glory and the praise belongs to Lord Yeshua. He chose a man of no reputation to accomplish something intellectually and technologically beyond the grasp of far greater minds. You had to be there to appreciate the miracles. Talk about spoon-fed serendipity. Every bit of knowledge, every person, place, or thing needed to accomplish the task showed up at the exact moment necessary to complete the next step of His long range plan. It took almost a quarter of a century, but the vision is fulfilled. 
I have taken great pains to provide the programs exactly as Ruach HaKodesh inspired them. The task taught me more than I ever wanted to know about wrestling with God, but how can I complain? Lord Yeshua hung on a tree to set me free. In all that transpired, I have learned to love Him with all my heart and all my soul and all my strength. Trust? I have been called to love all those who love and fear the Lord Yeshua, whether they agree with every aspect of this ministry or not.
